Execution of a cleaning valida-

tion using VRL, as opposed to 

more expensive swab testing 

method, is a risk-based approach.  

Richard discussed acceptable 

residue limits, ambient light in-

tensity, and viewing distance and 

angle associated with VRL.  He 

named the myriad of benefits 

associated with the new risk-

based cleaning validation, includ-

ing reductions in documentation, 

method development timelines, 

and turnaround time for clean 

equipment. 

The ISPE Delaware Valley Chapter 

January Program featured a dual 

track.  Dennis M. Gross, PhD, 

Associate Dean, Thomas Jefferson 

University presented Track one on 

Drug Discovery 101.  Richard 

Forsyth, Associate Director, Merck 

& Company presented Track two, a 

discussion on Visible Residue Lim-

its. 

Dr. Gross spent a majority of his 

career at Merck Research Labs, 

where he took on roles in strategic 

planning and drug discovery and 

development.  He provided an 

overview on the drug discovery 

process in a pharmaceutical com-

pany, including clinical research, 

issues related to risk, and driving 

force for the industry.  Dr. Gross 

cited the integration of core tech-

nologies such as microbiology, 

screening and natural products 

chemistry as a way to move the 

research enterprise along rapidly.  

Harnessing genomic data, such as 

genome-wide association (GWA) 

is seen as the latest trend in drug 

discovery.
